Reauthorize Declaration of Emergency. The discussion before the board is to consider

reauthorizing the declaration of emergency in Umatilla County, primarily based on the delta variant
of COVID-19 with a shorter incubation period, and increasing number of cases in the county, and
more. Commissioner Dorran would like to possibly add additional language under item #4
regarding authority for Public Health as well as the Emergency Manager to act as needed, but also
something about the negative impact on commerce and businesses in the county.
