HELIX ENHANCEMENT LAUNCH PROGAM

4. Project Description: Describe the overall project, as well as potential activities. Be as
complete as possible:

This year, the City of Helix proposes one project to improve the city. This task
will be composed of two subtasks.

Task: City Improvements $32,000

Subtask A: City Water System $20,172
Subtask B: City Equipment Storage Facility $11,828



Subtask A: City Water System: $20,172

The City of Helix has been having difficulty with water testing, detecting non-
harmful bacteria on several occasions. This is a serious problem which will result in
mandatory chlorination of the city water system if it is not resolved. A likely source of
this problem has been traced to stratification of water in our water tower in the summer,
resulting in hot water at the top of the standpipe which has the potential to breed bacteria.
This has occurred in several small cities and has been resolved by a water circulation

system.

The city proposes to install a mixing system in the standpipe which will
continuously circulate water in the tank preventing stratification.
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We have identified a mixing system provided by PAX which costs $27,500 not
including power to the system and installation which is estimated at an additional $4,000
for a total cost of $31,500. The city is requesting $20,172 from the HELP funds and
proposes to pay the remaining costs from the Water Repair Fund.

Partial cost of PAX Mixer: $ 20,172



Subtask B: Equipment Storage Facility: $11,828

Cement work: $6,058
Final Payment: $5,770

Previous HELP grants provided funds towards the purchase of a lot, a 60' x 40'
Quonset hut, and an 80" x 40' building at the entrance of Helix to provide storage for the
City Equipment and materials. This facility is currently in use.

The city would like to improve the facility by adding a cement pad at the front of
the Quonset hut to provide a place to service equipment. This pad would be 20 feet wide
and 25 feet deep. The city wants to also add additional cement flooring inside the
Quonset hut with an 11 foot by 23 foot slab on the right and an 11 by 11 foot and 6 1/2 x
12 foot slabs on the left. The areas to receive the slabs will be excavated to a depth of 5-
6 inches, compacted, and cement poured and finished.

The cost of the cement work is $6.50 per square foot.

The property was purchased with an initial payment and three installments. This sub-task
completes the final installment payment for the property.

facility will provide an area for equipment maintenance and provide improved
and safer storage.
