I set & 1.256" O.D. x 30" galvanized iron pipe with 2.25" brass cap stamped as shown in the
diagram above. The pipe was set 24" in the ground. Constructed stene collar around the
monument, Set a &' steel fence post with Umatilla County Land Survey Menument sign
attached from which:

a rebar bears S1°22'35"E, 45.18";

a rebar bears S89°03'39"E, 36.81"

a rebar bears N2905'24"W, 48 41";

a rebar bears N88°32'43"W, 36.52".
